Toxic testing of the lake sediment mostly resulted in non detectable
amounts with some arsenic, mercury, lead, chromium, and legacy
chemicals measured at non-toxic levels.

The lake warms the water temperature during the summer months.

The major contributor to sedimentation in the lake comes from the
deposition of algal growth. This algae deposition also stores nutrients in
the lake.

Some minor sediment deposition occurs where the creek enters the lake.
These sandy solids deposit when a relatively fast moving stream loses its
velocity entering the lake. The consultant estimates 580 years for the
creek sediment load to fill the lake.

WATER QUALITY AND YOU

Many people mistakenly believe that water pollution comes
from factories and sewage treatment plants. In fact, the
largest source of poliution in Oregon's rivers, lakes and
streams originates from surface water runoff. This type of
poliution is sometimes called "non-point source” pollution
because it comes from a wide variety-of sources, not from a
single discharge. Common sources of non-point pollution
include household chemicals and soaps, fertilizers,
pesticides, oil, anti-freeze and other toxic materials. The
amount of “non-point source” pollution is much greater than
poliution from industry. Polluted runoff causes damage to
fish, wildlife and their habitats; pollution promotes excessive
weed growth and degrades Oregon's scenic beauty and
recreational apportunities: What can we do about? 1) Don't
pour used oil or other pollutants down storm drains. 2) Keep
pesticides away from rivers and streams by carefully following
instructions on the label and/or by using non-toxic alternative
methods. Because pesticides can kill beneficial insects and
birds, try planting pest and disease resistant plants, or get rid
of pests and weeds without harmful chemicals. Many pests
can be removed from plants by using simple things like beer,
salt or dish soap. Aphids can be eliminated with a spray
solution of dish soap and water and slugs can be drowned in
shallow containers of beer. These alternatives can be much
cheaper than purchasing harmful chemicals.
